6. Unmount the screw from the small metal ring underneath the ceiling cup, then gently pull down the cable 
(Never pull the cable, while the screw is fastened in the cable). When the height is adjusted, please fasten the 
screw to the small metal ring underneath the ceiling cup. When adjusting the cable length always make sure 
that the cable is held straight and is not twisted as it can damage the fabric cable.  

5. The lamp is designed to only rotate up to 180 degrees from its original position. This means that you cannot 
turn the lamp beyond 180 degrees and it is restricted by the maximum 180 degree rotation range. 
Going beyond this limit is not allowed and will cause damage to the lamp. In the process of adjusting the lamp, 
please adjust the upper and lower poles in order to achieve the effect of the balance of the lamp.

ADJUSTING THE LENGTH OF CABLE                                     
Ceiling Height:  220-250 cm. This ceiling cup is designed to fit large Scandinavian ceiling roses. 

1. Adjust the lenght of cable: Unlock the plastic clasp underneath the ceiling cup by loosening the screw reversely. 
Carefully pull the cable to the desired lenght (never pull the cable, while the screw is fastened in the cable). 
Close the clasp and tighten with screw turning it clockwise. Make sure it is tightened proberly. Adjust the wires 
accordingly by unmounting the nuts. Please note the location of the rubber band at fabric covered cable must 
be placed correctly otherwise the cable will not be fixated properly. Lead the fabric cable from both sides into 
the cable connector. Please make sure the cable relief is tightened. Screw the ceiling cup to the mounting plate.
