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IMPORTANT!

ALWAYS TURN OFF THE ELECTRICAL CURRENT BEFORE
INSTALLLING ANY FIXTURE!

BE SURE THAT THE CEILING OUTLET BOX IS MOUNTED SO
THAT IT CAN CARRY THE WEIGHT OF THE ENTIRE LAMP!

THERE MUST BE NO WEIGHT ON THE ELECTRIC WIRES!




IMPORTANT!

Screw a strong hook firmly
into a stable ceiling. Hang the
lamp fixture from the hook

Adjust the black hanging wire,
which MUST support the total
weight of the lamp.

For extra safety, screw the
wire lock tightly to the black
| hanging wire

HANG THE TOP PART OF THE LAMP FROM THE CEILING

THE LAMP MUST HANG FROM THE BLACK HANGING WIRE,
NOT THE ELECTRIC WIRE!

THERE MUST BE NO WEIGHT ON THE ELECTRIC WIRES!




MOUNTING THE METAL FRAME

After you have mounted the ceiling canopy to the ceiling please
mount the metal frame together with the cord (incl. socket).

Screw the metal tubes firmly together!

Now you are ready to hang the plates at the metal frame.
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INNER RIM

Mount plates from
box with 7 pcs. Box is
marked “INNER RIM”.

Please note:

The chains in the box
are not the same length,
so it is important that
you alternate between
the two lengths.

Mount plates from
box with 6 pcs. Box is
marked “INNER MID
RIM”.

Please note:

The chains in the box
are not the same length,
so it is important that
you alternate between
the two lengths.
