Offered in floor, table, pendant and cluster
iterations, the elegant series is updated with a new fabric
shade. The raw and gossamer slub linen not only acts as a
diffuser, projecting the light in multiple directions while
creating a cosy, glare-free ambience, it also adds palpable
appeal that enhances the softness of an interior — acoustically

as well as tactually.
