This lamp must be permanently wired into the electric system. Different ceiling materials require different types of 
fittings. Always choose screws and plugs that are suited to the ceiling material.

The lamp is only intended for indoor use. Consult a professionally qualified electrician if any doubt. 
Follow the guidance 220-240V~ 50/60Hz - Small: Built in LED 7W / Large: Built in LED 7W.
The light source and lamp exterior may get hot after prolonged use.

Loosen the nut to remove the canopy.1.

Turn off electricity and the main circuit breaker panel before beginning the installation. 

Hold two fingers on the silicone ring while mov-
ing the canopy downwards (wipe the cord with 
a damp cloth to reduce friction from the silicone 
ring). If needed disconnect the cord while in-
stalling the ceiling fititng.

Adjust the lengths of the wire and cord. 
To secure the wire, the wire lock must 
be tightened with both screws.

Place the ceiling fitting in the desired 
position. Mark the holes and drill the 
holes. Use plugs and screws appropriate 
for the ceiling material.

Move the canopy back up again by holding two 
fingers on the silicone ring while pushing the 
canopy upwards (wipe the cord with a damp 
cloth to reduce friction from the silicone ring). 
Tighten the nut to secure the canopy.

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Connect eletricity by installing both cables, 
natural (N) and live (L) in the terminals. 
Consult a professionally qualified electri-
cian if any doubt.

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This step should be carried out by two people. 

Lift up the aluminium cover ring while 
placing the light source globe inside the 
shade. Take the C disc and insert the cord 
and wire.

1. Angle the disk in an upright position 
and insert it inside the shade. 

2. Place the disk on top of the light 
source globe. Make sure it is placed 
correctly before resting the shade on it.

Place the aluminium cover on 
top of the shade.

This glass shade is mouth blown and the unique nature of each piece means a 
slightly uneven weight balance might occur.
